SEARCHING WITH QUOTATION MARKS 

Use quotation marks if you know 
the exact name of the precedent 
you are looking for. 



SCENARIO 

My client is preparing to take 
possession of a brand new apartment 
that they bought. I need to find a 
precedent for a Purchaser’s 
Statement of Adjustments with GST 
included in the sale price. What is the 
fastest way of finding this precedent? 



Use Quotation Marks 

Commentary: We have added quotation marks to Purchaser’s Statement of Adjustments because we 
are looking for precedents with that exact title.  



Click on Precedent Collection 

Commentary: The Precedent Collection filter will limit our search results to include precedents only. 



Use Ctrl + F to find the Correct Precedent 

Commentary: All of the documents above have Purchaser’s Statement of Adjustments in their title in 
that exact word order because we used quotation marks. Using Ctrl + F and typing GST into the 
search bar has helped us to quickly locate the correct version.
